Environment Canada's official snow ruler is
basically a metre stick with centimetre
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markings. Any long ruler with centimetre
markings on it works fine.

Ideally, you should have a board about
30cm by 30cm painted white. This is so that
the sun's radiation is not absorbed, melting
the snow. You place the board in the middle
of your backyard prior to the snow event in
an area where the snow is likely to be
evenly distributed, i.e. minimize drifting.

Every 12 hours, usually at 7 AM and 7 PM,
you go out and take a few measurements of
the snow accumulation on the "snow board",
then wipe it clean and place it on top of the
snow for your next fresh measurement.

It is important to make sure that you are
getting an average of the snowfall that has
fallen. Some storms may bring a significant
amount of drifting and it is important to take
several measurements on your property and
average them out (using a simple arithmetic
mean).

We are also interested in the amount of time
that it took for the snow to accumulate, i.e. if
it snowed for 12 hours, but 10cm of the total
15cm fell in 3 hours — we really want to
know that. So, we are interested in
receiving snowfall amounts and snowfall
rates, in particular:

1. Snowfall amounts of 10 cm or
more, or

2. Snowfall rates of 2cm/hour or more

These observations are most appreciated
while the event is occurring, but are also
accepted after a major snowfall.

In addition to snowfall, please report:

1. Freezing rain (as opposed to
freezing drizzle), or

Kilowatter
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2. High winds exceeding 60 km/h
steady, gusts exceeding 90 km/h,
and

3. Significant damage incurred by
weather.

Freezing rain is super-cooled. The drops of
which freeze on impact with the ground or
with other objects at or near the earth's
surface. It occurs when the ambient air
temperature is at, near, or below, zero
degrees Celcius. Sometimes freezing rain
will occur over some surfaces and not
others, depending on the temperature of the
surface.

What we are looking for is an observation of
ice accretion. So, measure in millimetres
the thickness of any ice buildup on tree
branches, driveways, or other exposed
objects. Make sure that these objects are
not artificially heated above or cooled below
the ambient air temperature, i.e. we want a
representative surface for the whole area.

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The First Quarter Bean Report

The treasury continues to be in excellent shape, with a current balance of $4470.71. This report of the club treasury covers
the period from the beginning of this fiscal year September 1, 2003, up to November 16, 2003.

The major income so far has been membership fee revenue, which is running a bit behind what it was at this point last
year. However, assuming membership stays level, there is still almost twice this amount to arrive in the next 9 months due
to our calandar-year-based membership cycle. The revenue for the 2003 Fergus Hamfest, split with the Guelph club, has
also yet to arrive but I'm told that will be somewhere just shy of $1300.

On the expense side, the single major item has been the payment to the City of Waterloo for rental of the meeting room
through to June 2004. To get the expected expenses for the remainder of the year, just multiply all other amounts by 5
since Nov 16 is about 1/5 of the way through the fiscal year. Add in the insurance renewal yet to be paid this year, which
will probably be around $1000, judging by the way these things have been rising, and we might end the year with a
negative cash flow of around $500. Of course, unpredictable income from the sale of donated equipment will probably
offset that.
