An advantageoffered by EchoLinkis that many
hams have a computer with microphone and
speakembut no radio in the house. For example,
someseniorsmight not be permittedto put up an
antennain their retirement residences. Or,
studentsmight not havethe financial resources
to buy anotherradio for inside the house— the
computer they require for their homework.
EchoLink has these users in mind.

The IRLP network offers slightly higher quality
audio, more suited for linking repeater to

repeater.The disadvantagés that IRLP tendsto

be a closedsystem,in the sensethat it doesnot

offer the possibility of substitutingmy computer
for my scratchy handheld.

For IRLP calls you will just dial up the node
numbervia your DTMF keypad- this remains
unchanged.UseDTMF 73 (seventhree)to drop
the link when you are done.

For EchoLink calls you needto use prefix #

(numbersign) followed by the EchoLink node
number. For example, if you wantedto access
the N2LEN conferenceserveryou would punch
in #6427. Disconnectings consistent- simply

use 73 to drop the link.

The MOE Severe Weather Desk has not specifically stated that it will issue warnings of approaching severe weather. But information
is presented from time to time on the CANWARN e- mail net in response to member questions about winter weather. KWARC ARES
encourages mobile operators to report local incidents of road related weather hazards on air.

The issue of handling weather announcements using club repeaters was discussed at length. It was pointed out that “on site” weather
announcements are fine, but that the “broadcasting” of published weather reports crosses the line of Amateur License privileges. This
is the function of commercial broadcast stations.

The idea of any programming of club repeater equipment also came up. It was clarified that this may only be done with the full
approval of the KWARC executive, which must also fall within the guidelines as published in Industry Canada regulations.
